1.  Complete the Wordly Wise workbook.

2.  Purchase and read Crash by Jerry Spinelli.

3.  Choose from the menu of activities as directed.
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READ the book!!  It’s fun to read it aloud with a friend or family member.  You may choose any of the following tasks to meet the requirement of 30 points.  Have a question? E-mail valerie.barlous@stjes.com.

1. Illustrate a scene from the book, using art materials of your choice.   On the back, write the page number of where this scene is described in the book, and write why you chose this particular scene to illustrate. (5 pts) 

2. Find song lyrics from any artist that you feel reflects how Crash or Penn's life is going for them. Copy the lyrics and describe why you think these lyrics represent that character. (15 pts.) 

3. Describe a character from the book. Include how the person looks, acts, and feels.  Give one good example of what s/he says to reveal character about self, and one good example of something said by another character to reveal your character’s personality. Create a web (you may use Kidspiration) and write a paragraph or two about the character. (15 pts.) 

4. Interview your grandparent(s). Write about a memorable experience (e.g., Scooter's Navy days, Penn's grandfather's races, etc.) that they recall and share with you. (10 pts.) 

5. Make a small poster (8 ½” x 11” to 9” x 12”) to create awareness about a social problem. For example: hunger, homelessness, environmental concerns, animal adoption, etc. (5 pts.) 

6. Make an illustrated timeline. of Crash's life.  Include important events and times that were important to him, both good and bad.  (Can be done on computer or by hand on poster board; Can be up to 11” width and as long as you need)  (10 pts.) 

7. Create a new cover for the book.  (Up to 8 ½” x 11”) Be sure to include on the FRONT:  an illustration, the title, its author; on the BACK:  A summary “blurb” to create interest, plus a short review from you! (15 pts.) 

8. Write a recipe or poem about what you think is in Scooter's "eight-arm soup." Draw a picture of the soup and the ingredients. (10 pts.) 

9. Write a sports article that describes the Penn Relays and how Penn Webb brought the school from last to second place. (15 pts.)
